LEVEL III (Competent) students are expected to demonstrate the role of the nurse practitioner through competency in clinical skills within the areas of communication, assessment, differential diagnosis, and therapeutic plan development. Students will begin to demonstrate skills in the areas of disease management and health promotion.  Students should rely on preceptors to validate clinical findings and therapeutic plans, and require limited assistance in the gathering of client histories, correct exam techniques and differential diagnosis formation (except when encountering new situations or in specialty locations). By the end of 360 clinical hours for ANP, GNP and PNP options, 405 clinical hours for WHNP option, and 450 clinical hours for the FNP option, students must demonstrate competency at the expected level in the shaded outcome areas (1-19 and 21-25) to successfully complete this clinical course and progress to Level IV. Complete program outcomes are provided to assist students and preceptors with professional development planning.

	Case Presentation
Presents client encounter to preceptor and other professionals in an organized, systematic format, and include all pertinent data. 	Written Communication
Documents patient encounters according to agency format. At this level, students should require minimal to limited coaching in this skill. Evaluation outcome focuses on skill in documentation that clearly and accurately differentiates subjective and objective data, identifies diagnosis and contains detailed treatment plan. 	Assessment Skills

	History Taking

Obtains health history relevant to clinical situation. At this level, evaluation outcomes include: ability to gather adequate data to appropriately assess patient situation, ability to target and focus on pertinent elements, and ability to use a systematic and organized structure to the interview

	Psychosocial & Developmental Assessment 

Collect and assesses relevant psychosocial and developmental health data as relevant to the patient encounter. Incorporates these elements into treatment plan and counseling

	Diagnostic & Laboratory Data 

Begins to independently identify and order supportive diagnostic/lab evaluations,  and begins to develop treatment plans around appropriate  interpretation of test results. 	Critical Thinking/ Intervention Skills

	12
	Diagnostic Reasoning Skills

Demonstrates advanced reasoning skills, problem-solving skills and critical thinking skills in formulating differential diagnose, including the ability to synthesize, prioritize data to  formulate the list of  differential diagnoses. At this level, students are encouraged to demonstrate this skill by discussing potential differential diagnoses and then elaborating on the reasons to either select or reject each potential diagnosis

	Therapeutic Plan

With decreasing level of assistance, student is able to formulate a treatment/management plan. While the goal is to develop a complete plan of care that is client centered, comprehensive, culturally sensitive, theory-guide, evidence-based with attention to diagnostic, treatment and pharmacotherapeutics, with educational interventions appropriate for the client, outcome evaluation, at this level, focuses on linking diagnosis to appropriate intervention options

	Adaptation of Therapeutic Plan

Recognizes when a previously implemented treatment plan requires adaptation and adjusting. At this level, outcome evaluation includes ability to suggest appropriate interventions

	Health Teaching

With increasing independence (preceptor coaching less than 40% of the time/elements) is able to provide client education that is evidence-based and appropriate to client situation. 	Ethical Practice

	Advanced Practice Nurse Role

Continues growth in APN role demonstrated by assuming responsibility for establishing diagnosis, formulating treatment options, collaborating with other professionals as appropriate and professionalism in the clinical setting. At this stage, students may require moderate assistance in knowing when to refer to specialty care and when to consult with another health care provider.
